9. CAPITAL MANAGEMENT

The Society receives its principal source of capital through fundraising and special
events held throughout the year. The Society defines capital to be net assets.

The Society's objective when managing capital is to fund its operations and capital
asset additions, with the specific mandate to find the cause of, and cure for ALS,
and to provide support to ALS patients, their families, and caregivers. Currently, the
Society's strategy is to monitor expenditures to preserve capital in accordance with
budgeted revenue from fundraising, special events, and government funded
programs.

The Society is not subject to debt covenants or any other capital requirements with
respect to operating funds. Funding received for designated purposes must be used

for the purpose outlined in the funding letter. The Society has complied with the
external restrictions on the funding provided.

REPORTS

PRESIDENT

STEVE WHITESIDE
President of the Board, ALS Society of BC

Well my term is up and I am filled with gratitude and a sense of
accomplishment. Not my personal accomplishment but what
we as a team at ALS BC have accomplished. Simply put ALS BC
are trail blazers in everyway. Our Walks are the best, our cus-
tomer service is the best, our staff is the best and our volunteers
are the best. We truly set the standard for how all ALS Society’s
in North America could run.

Over the last year we came up with some very optimistic goals
and I am happy to say as Team ALS BC we have accomplished
our goals we set. Here is a break down of some of them:

1. ADVOCACY COMMITTEE GOVERNMENT
LIAISON Under the leadership of John Pendray we have
a strong Advocacy Committee. We have met with MLA
Linda Reid, communicated with the Provincial Health
Services Authority on the importance to support the ALS
Centre, sketched out an awareness plan to visit Parliament
in Victoria to launch an intensive government communica-
tions plan. This committee has exceeded all of my expecta-
tions and then some!

2. SUPPORTING THE ALS CENTRE The Society meets
formally 4 times per year with the staff of the ALS Centre
to identify ways to improve services for people living with
ALS. From these discussions the Mobile Clinic initiative
was implemented. In 2010, 3 Mobile Clinics were held in
Victoria, Nanaimo and Kelowna. In most cases the special-
ists from the ALS Centre hosted in-service training sessions
in conjunction with the Mobile Clinics for local health care
professionals caring for ALS patients.

3. EQUIPMENT DESIGN COMMITTEE & NSERC 2010
will be the 3¢ Annual Dr. Jim McEwen Excellence in
Engineering Design competitions. Engineer design students
are tasked to find solutions for improving equipment used
by ALS patients. Thank you to the people living with ALS
who have worked with these students.

To further expand on this concept, the Society is a proud

sponsor of the New Natural Sciences and Engineering
Research Council (NSERC) chair at UBC.

4. PATIENT CARE TRAINING Patent Services committee
has been working on a caregivers training guide and tutorial.

Over the last year I had the pleasure to attend many functions
such as the West Kootenay Walk for ALS, Richmond-Vancouver
Walk for ALS, Victoria Chapter Meeting, and The Hospital
Employee Association awarding ALS BC their annual charitable
donation. While attending these events I was completely im-
pressed by the hard work and dedication of everyone involved. I
am very proud of our team for their successful bid to receive the
2009/2010 HYDRECS grant of $100,000 for equipment. Special
thanks to Les Hart for your support.

I have also enjoyed being the ALS BC Unit Board member

I am proud to tell you that B.C. is
very well represented at the National level by The President of
ALS Canada Mike Gardner, Past President of ALS Canada Ben

Reflecting on the past year, I remember with warm heart ev-
eryone who has helped to improve the quality of life living with
ALS in BC. Your support of the ALS Society of BC has support-
ed core patient services, caregiver programs and has allowed us
to Dream Big for the coming year.

Core patient services are being provided which includes our
equipment loan program which allows us to provide crucial
medical equipment to people living with ALS throughout BC
at no cost to them. In 2010, we had 110 new patients register

to receive our services. That is a 24% increase over last year.
The equipment has now been amalgamated to one location,
HealthLinc in Richmond. Thank you to Williams Moving and
Storage, Al Johnson and George Stewardson for your help with
the Victoria pool. A complete and thorough inventory has been

completed and is updated in our database. A huge thank you to:

Rena, Billie and Lisa for your hard work on this.

It is because of your support we will be hosting the first camp
for kids affected by ALS. In July 2011 at Camp Zajac, Mission,
BC we will be bringing together young people from around
BC to establish a peer circle of caring. This will be called Camp
Alohi Lani (Bright Sky). The development of this program has
come around with a cooperative effort between ALS BC, ALS
Society of Canada and the ALS Centre.

Because of you, people living outside the Vancouver area where
the ALS Centre is located can have equal access to the ALS
Specialists from the ALS Centre to ensure they receive the best
possible care. Patients and caregivers travel costs to the Centre
is now provided at no cost through your generosity. Patients
who can no longer travel are being seen in their community
through the ALS Mobile Clinic program.

Our dream of improved psychological support for people
affected by ALS is becoming a reality. In the January 2011
NewsLink we launched this new service. Thank you to Dr.
Elizabeth Bannerman and Gaby von Koper for your passion to
get this started.
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This past year, 4 Caregiver Days were hosted at various loca-
tions throughout BC with over 125 people attending. Like the
ripples from a pebble dropped in a pond of water, the support
circle of friendship has been expanded. The new electronic
support program ‘Care Connections was launched at Caregiver
Days. People living with ALS can establish a secure website to
ask for help from their family and friends who would like to
help but don’t know what is needed. http://alsbc.ca/index.php/
care-connections.

Our support from our Chapters continues to be strong. The
Victoria Chapter transferred $30,000 to patient services and
the North Central Island Chapter transferred $10,000 to patient
services and $5,000 to the Pearmain Endowment Fund. The
Chapters continue to motivate the volunteers on the Island to
raise funds to support patient services in particular the equip-
ment loan program. Thank you.

Williams Moving and Storage have been outstanding in rais-
ing funds for the George ‘Sonny Williams’ Endowment Fund.
Tom with his 1,000,000 penny drive has motivated the entire
province. Jim’s connection with Telus has realized a new title
sponsor for the ALS Memorial Golf Tournament; $7,000 and a
donation of $15,000 to the endowment. Thank you.

John Pendray, family and friends have contributed to the David
Pendray Memorial Endowment Fund to see this fund grow to
over $130,000. Thank you.

Bob Heinrich contributed $100,000 to the ALS Society of BC
Endowment held at the Vancouver Foundation. The interest
generated from this endowment supports Patient Services.
Thank you.

As we start 2011, we have launched a new brand - ALS BC
Dream Big 2011. Volunteers at ALS BC organized events and
3 party fundraiser events will be provided logoed shirts
identifying them as a volunteer. Truly it is because of the army
of volunteers who work with our staff throughout BC & the
Yukon, we can Dream Big. Together we will win the war on
ALS. Your faith and support inspires me beyond what words
can say.

2010 was another year of growth.

Fundraising NET revenues grew by $37,238 up 11% compared to
2009 as a result of increased fundraising efforts. An important
item to note is that 3rd party event fundraising revenues grew
to $416,099 which is an increase of over 60% compared to last
year. Please note the list of volunteer organized events on page
19 and 20 of the audited financial statements. Outstanding!

The endowment portfolio realized a total net investment
income of $27,295. This includes the George ‘Sonny” Williams,
Pearmain and David Pendray Memorial Endowments. Two
additional endowment funds are held outside the Society. The
ALS Society of BC Endowment is held with the Vancouver
Foundation which realized $100,200 in contributions to princi-
ple this year. The market value was $381,415 at year end. Thank
you to Bob Heinrich for his generosity and stewardship of this
fund. The other is held at the Central Okanagan Foundation
with a contributed principle of $7,109.

Gains and losses due to temporary market fluctuations of
the investments are recognized in the Audited Statement of
Operations’ only when realized (liquidated).

The ALS Adventure Challenge Fund at year end had a balance
of $152,671. This fund is used to support additional patient ser-
vices to improve quality of life living with ALS. In 2010, funds
were provided to sponsor the Psychologist ALS Orientation
weekend. Thank you to Lisa and Dave Richardson, and the
Nilsson Foundation who oversee this fund.

The ALS Society of BC takes pride in the fact that the services are
provided with just six paid staff. This is possible because of the
dedication and support of our volunteers - TEAM ALS BC. With
the volunteer support of the 259 Lead Volunteers and their com-
mittees, we are able to ensure that eighty-five percent (85%)* of
every dollar raised goes towards the mandate of the Society - to
provide direct support to ALS patients, along with their families
and caregivers, to ensure the best quality of life possible while
living with ALS. Through assisting research in funding, we are
committed to find the cause of, and cure for ALS.

The ALS Society of BC has three principal objectives:

o To provide direct support to patients, their families, and care-
givers. This includes an equipment loan program.

o To raise funds for patient services and research, and

« To increase public awareness and understanding of ALS.

It is understood that in some cases these costs are in fact a direct expense of patient services,

for the purpose of this calculation a conservative approach was used.

Our Chapter is very fortunate to have Ellen Mahoney as a
strong supporting member. She visits each newly diagnosed
patient to offer information and encouragement. She also coor-
dinates our monthly programs as well as the annual Flower Day
campaign.

For many years the Victoria Chapter has purchased, stored
and loaned equipment for ALS patients in the Victoria area.
Because the provincial office has an outstanding loan program
and due to the difficulty of trying to maintain our service we
agreed to turn the program over to the provincial office. In
November Lisa Hercus and Billie Doyle took inventory of the
Victoria equipment and transferred the items to the Richmond
warehouse. Many thanks to Al Johnson who has served as our
equipment supervisor for many years for his outstanding dedi-
cation to the needs of ALS patients in our area. Our Chapter
sent $15,000 to the provincial office to help offset the cost of
equipment now being supplied from their facility.

The Chapter also sent $25,000 to the provincial office to help
with patient services expenses.

We report that during 2010 we added 10 new patients, 15
patients passed away, and at December 31, 2010 there were 21
patients registered for the South Vancouver Island area.

Our provincial office continues to be very supportive to our
Chapter. Staff regularly attend our meetings and we are pleased
to have them.

Throughout my five years here with the ALS Society of BC,
many rewarding experiences have enriched my position and
expanded my own personal perspective. As 2010 unfolded I was
fortunate to have met a number of families affected by ALS and
am very honoured that they have allowed us to assist them and
be a part of their journey. I am proud to say that the Society
Staff, Board of Directors, ALS Centre and our many other part-
ners in providing service also joined stronger than ever.

Sadly, our help is needed now more than ever. In 2010 the ALS
Society BC enrolled 110 new patient members to receive services
the highest number of registrants in over 5 years. I think that an
important thing for us all to take solace in is that while people
are needing help, we are providing it. At this time I'd like to take
the opportunity share updates on our programs and services.

2010 saw the beginnings of a new program. We had the op-
portunity to adapt and share an ALS Association program to
include families here in BC and the Yukon. The ALS Society

of BC’s Care Connection is a program to aid your own group
of caring family and friends to help their loved ones with ALS
and their caregivers. We appreciate all the assistance of the ALS
Association and their support.

Our transportation program is continuing to take people living
with ALS to important ALS related appointments and events.
In 2010, we provided over 290 trips to those who needed as-
sistance. We very much appreciate being able to use a wonder-
ful resources such as — the Easter Seals House, Special Needs
Transport, Hope Air and Driving Miss Daisy.

A glance at our current patient membership displays the need
for our Transportation Program with 32% of People Living with
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ALS residing in the Fraser Valley, 24% in the Interior region,
23% in Vancouver Coastal, 16% on Vancouver Island, 4% in
our Northern region and 1 member in the Yukon. It is with
the generosity of our donors, the assistance of TEAM ALS BC
and the dedication of our Equipment Loan Coordinator Billie
Doyle that we are able to provide essential Equipment Loans
to every corner of the province. We continue our relationship
of managing and maintaining our Equipment Loan Program
with Healthlinc Medical Equipment and thank their team and
management for their hard work and compassion shown to
our members. Our Victoria Team of volunteers retired their
equipment loan program this fall thus amalgamating into our
one location at Healthlinc. I want to recognize the efforts and
commitment of this wonderful group of Victoria volunteers
that have served the community so well - thank you!

Our 2010 Caregivers Days saw us bringing our workshop

to Kamloops, Langley, Victoria and Richmond and this day

of education and connection helped to bring hope to over

90 family caregivers. Words are not enough to describe our
gratitude to the Williams Family and the Williams Moving and
Storage employees for their dedication to growing the George
‘Sonny’ Williams Endowment Fund which makes these special
respite days possible.

While we turn towards 2011 and closer to time when a cure is
found and our services are no longer needed, I want to ac-
knowledge our patient members and families for their assis-
tance. Every day I am fortunate to learn from their grace and
hope. Thank you.



PATIENT SERVICES COMMITTEE - CHAIR

This past year has been very successful for our committee,
and for the ALS Society of BC. Through the hard work of our
staff, our volunteers, and partners once again we were able

to offer quality services and programs to people living with
ALS. The incredible fundraising efforts of the Society, and
generous support from communities throughout BC have al-
lowed us not only continue and improve our ongoing Patient
Services Programs, but also focus on three very exciting new

initiatives for 2010.
NEW INITIATIVES
1. PSYCHOLOGICAL TREATMENT SERVICES

Psychological treatment services are now available at loca-
tions across BC. Registered Psychologists and Clinical
Counsellors provide much needed therapy and counselling
to ALS Patients, their families and caregivers at any stage
of the illness. These healthcare professionals have attended
ALS orientation sessions and are offering their services
pro-bono.

2. CARE CONNECTIONS

The ALS Society of BC’s Care Connection Program devel-
oped through a partnership with Lotsa Helping Hands is a
web based tool created to aid caring family and friends help
their loved ones living with ALS, as well as their caregivers.

For investors, 2010 was a year of caution, concern and confi-
dence. To help end 2008’ market declines, monetary authorities
spent the early part of 2009 pouring billions of dollars into the
hands of companies and investors. This was an unprecedented

quantitative easing.

Throughout 2010’ first half markets continued to be discern-
ing and temperamental. The dire fiscal situations of Portugal,
Ireland, Greece and Spain sparked uncertainty about how far
repercussions might spread and what costly bailouts needed.
North American statistics firmed when the US Federal Reserve
announced more Quantitative Easing partway through the year.
This news in hand, the market feast resumed in July and the
year’s last 6 months yielded strong results in many markets.

The actively managed ALS Endowment Funds were cautiously
positioned during 2010 to accommodate twin goals of income
and growth. Allotments to “anti-risk” sectors such as Precious
Metals, Minerals, Oil & Gas and Corporate Bonds performed
strongly in the face of 2010’s Sovereign Debt concerns. During
the early year’s sideways markets, progress was further as-
sisted by holdings in Real Return Bonds and the strategic AHL
Diversified Canada Program’ Direct investment in the US or
European markets was avoided and growth positions em-
phasized Canada along with the Emerging Markets of Brazil,
Russia, India and China.

In total, the actively managed Endowment Funds earned
+17.78% during 2010 comprised of income distributions, real-
ized trading profits and unrealized market gains*. 2008’ de-
cline was fully recovered and by December 31st, the Funds had

achieved an annualized return of +7.89% since inception. These
results, particularly on a risk adjusted basis, compared quite
favorably to world markets and assisted the Society’s directors
in disbursing several thousand dollars in accordance with the
established Spending Rule.

The capital market atmosphere still calls for an abundance
of caution. It remains unknown whether more bailouts will
be needed in Europe or whether the US recovery has enough
stamina to avoid a second recession.

On the other hand, the growing promise of Emerging Markets
cannot be denied as less encumbered balance sheets and innate-
ly rapid industrialization continue to power their economies
forward. Benefits of this growth are reflected here as Canadian
resources continued to be highly demanded as fuel for these
racing growth engines. Changing fortunes have been clearly
illustrated in the commodity linked currency of countries such
as Canada and Australia which have appreciated considerably
versus the Euro and the American greenback. Restrained inter-
est rates and improving balance sheets will also add to confi-
dence going forth.

Today, the Endowment Funds remain conservatively positioned
to balance longer term growth objectives with near term defen-
sive tactics. The coming months will see additional refinements
to operational aspects of the Endowment Funds to both ease
and speed active management. Your Executive continues to
exhibit prudent stewardship and oversight of the Endowment
Program and, for my part, I remain honoured to contribute
towards this valuable endeavour and the community it assists.
